Course designer and Associate Dean (Education)t Btavironment, Oya Demirbilek
explains that Re-Enchanting the City is an intrdituncto the interdisciplinary nature of city-
making. Central Park ticked all the boxes for tharse as it's a successful, new hyper-dense
urban development situated in the heart of Sydaag, represents a collaboration between
built environment professionals, local and inteiorad! architects, artists, the government and
the community.
